Gay and bisexual men who took a daily anti-
retroviral drug significantly reduced their risk of
contracting HIV, according to a study from San
Francisco’s Gladstone Institutes that public
health officials are declaring a major break-
through in the long struggle to slow down the
global AIDS epidemic.

The study, published in today’s edition of the
New England Journal of Medicine, followed 2,499
men in six countries — including 120 men in San
Francisco — with half of them taking the drug
Truvada and half taking a placebo. Among the
group taking Truvada, which is used to treat
people who are HIV-positive, 36 men contracted
HIV, compared with 64 men in the placebo group
